Moving to EMIS-R in FY10

Notes for ITC and Independent Sites

Archive of EMIS web application


- As has been the practice in the past, the EMIS software for prior reporting years


  will continue to function.  SSDT will not provide direct support for any unresolved 


  bugs reported nor will we accept enhancement requests or requests for assistance


  in resolving any new bugs.  The software will be a use it ‘as-is’.  SSDT is no longer 


  going to distribute new releases of the web application.

Archive of other EMIS applications


- SSDT will no longer release and support EMIS aggregation programs


- SSDT will no longer support any EMIS related reports as they existed prior to FY10


- UDMS and Datatrieve can not be used for access to the FY10 database

Export of EMIS data from FY09 formats to FY10 database


- EMSFY10 program will be made available from OECN_OOPS


- Program will run from EMIS27


- Choose what records to export or all ODE approved


- ODE approved records for auto extract from FY09 data is included on spreadsheet


- In the process of extraction in EMSFY10, there is an attempt to populate all fields with


  FY10 values; ie 4 replacement fields for course type.  However, there are fields we are


  unable to determine.  Such fields  are being populated with spaces or zeroes and 


  districts will have to correct these.  Keep in mind, EMISFFE is not validating many fields


  so the districts will be responsible to determine what needs to have an updated value


  and what does not.  Level 1 validations in the EMIS-R process will flag these fields.

- In addition, EMSFY10 is converting the FY09 extracted files to FY formats for load into


  EMISFEE


- If your site determines you want to move additional record types to FY10, for example,


  KRAL records, the EMSR2D distributed with the last full release of EMIS27 can  be


  used to export these or any other record type.  You can select any of the record


  types that have  no record layout changes between FY09 and FY10.  However,


  be cautious and do not select the same record types extracted by EMSFY10.  Site 

  staff will want to reference the EMIS Guide to make the determination on what


  (if any) additional record types can be exported from FY09.  


- Once all files are exported, these must be moved to a local workstation for import into 


  the EMISFEE database.

FY10 application install and setup


- Application will be run remotely from a NWOCA server.  Sites will not install


  any applications or need any additional servers at this time.


- Site staff will be responsible for configuring the IDM for each district and


   ITC Staff member.  Using that security, access to the application will be controlled.


   See separate document.


- A new EMIS-R role will also have to be granted for all users that will have access to


  the entry screens.  That new role is LEA_Editor.  Only users granted this role will be 

  allowed to use this application.

Import of data into new application database


- Data files created by EMSFY10 or EMSR2D must be moved to a local workstation


- After logging into EMISFEE


- After selecting the ‘Import’ function the correct IRN must be selected


- Using the ‘Import’ function, the files are then loaded into the 


  database
